
 

 

Dear Fellow Member of the Northern Beaufort County Business Community, 

 

As a 501c3 charitable non-profit, Fripp Island Friends of Music gives back to the Beaufort 

area, and can help you do so as well. We present high-quality live music by world-class artists 

with a range of musical genres not readily available anywhere in the area. For over 40 years 

we have presented five concerts to the public from Autumn to Spring, on Sundays at 5:00 pm at 

the Fripp Island Community Center. After the concert, attendees are invited to a 

complementary, catered “Meet-the-Artists” reception to mingle with the musicians and each 

other. 

On the morning following the concert on Fripp, the artists bring their music to a Beaufort 

County school, fulfilling a major feature of our Music-in-the-Schools charitable mission. We 

also support aspiring student musicians and local area school music events. Traditionally, we 

admit students free to our Sunday concerts, invite student musicians to open our shows, and 

provide financial support for the Beaufort Symphony Youth Orchestra. In recent seasons we 

initiated a school grant program providing financial support for student music needs and events 

(see attached).   

Our success as a non-profit makes us eligible for a grant from the South Carolina Arts 

Commission (SCAC), which must be matched with local donations and support.  

None of this is possible without our subscribing Members (with attendance over 160/concert 

the last 3 seasons) and YOU, our advertisers.
